Les filles au Liban en premiére ligne face au coronavirus

La pandémie a surgi au Liban dans un contexte de crise ¢conomique sévére. Entre lutte contre la faim,
discriminations et violences, Plan International met en garde sur la vulnérabilité' des filles au Liban.
La crise du coronavirus a aggravé la situation des personnes et des pays en difficultés. Le cas des filles
adolescentes au Liban et particuliérement des réfugiées en est la parfaite illustration.
Déja en condition de vulnérabilité due a la grave crise économique qui secoue le pays, elles « luttent
désormais contre la faim, le risque de violence, une mauvaise hygiéne et le manque d'acceés aux services de
santé sexuelle et reproductive. » explique le directeur de Plan International au Moyen-Orient, Colin Lee. La
pandémie au Covid-19 apparait pendant les contestations populaires. Les citoyens libanais, fatigués de la
situation économique qui fait rage dans le pays depuis trois décennies, manifestent depuis octobre 2019.
Certains, malgré les mesures de confinement du gouvernement, ont préféré continuer a manifester : « Plutdt
mourir du coronavirus que de la faim » était scandé le 29 mars dernier dans les rues de Tripoli et de Beyrouth.
Entre une inflation’ galopante, un taux de chémage a 40%, une dette nationale de 85 milliards de dollars et le
poids du million et demi de réfugiés sur le territoire, ces effets n’ont fait qu’aggraver une économie déja a

bout de souffle.

Pourquoi les filles sont-elles en premiére ligne de la crise ?

Du 15 mars au 26 avril, le gouvernement a imposé un confinement, forgant les familles a rester chez elles, ce
qui a augmenté les discriminations et les violences de genre. Privées d’école, plus de la moitié des
adolescentes ont vu leur temps consacré aux tiches ménageres radicalement augmenter. Selon le rapport
d’étude de terrain publié le 4 mai 2020 par 'ONG Plan International, ce sont les filles et les femmes qui
subissent le plus gros de la crise. En cause notamment, le risque des violences domestiques et entre
partenaires intimes. Le manque de nourriture qui toucherait 63% des familles libanaises ajoute un facteur de
stress pour ces adolescentes. En plus, la crainte de la transmission du Covid-19 empéche ces femmes
d'accéder aux services de santé sexuelle et reproductive, les rendant encore plus vulnérable face a cette crise.

L’ONG Plan International agit
Depuis 2017, ’ONG travaille en partenariat avec des organisations locales, nationales et internationales pour

renforcer les capacités et répondre aux besoins des citoyennes libanaises et des enfants réfugiés au Liban, en
particulier les filles, qui sont touchées de maniére disproportionnée par la crise. Un plan d’urgence face a
I’épidémie a été développé pour répondre aux besoins les plus urgents des personnes vulnérables, en
particulier les enfants et les adolescentes. L’accent a été mis sur la protection, I’éducation et la mise en place

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A Pandemic Bright Spot: In Many Places, Less Crime

The abseice of people outdoors has produced a rare positive payoff in most American cities, big and small.

Chief David Todd of the Fargo Police Department periodically abandons his desk to walk the beat
downtown. In recent weeks, he found the North Dakota streets so utterly deserted that he commissioned a
movie about it. Shot in black and wh ite, the short, stark film shows police officers patrolling an eerily empty city:
People evaporated from stadiums and playgrounds. Sidewalks purged of pedestrians. Shopping mall parking lots
turned into vacant expanses. There is no narration, only a cover of “The Sound of Silence.” “The quiet and
sadness is something that we have never experienced before,” said Chief Todd, a 32-year veteran of the police
force. “Ithought we should try to capture this, where we are right now, not just our community, but our nation
as a whdle.” The absence of people during the coronavirus pandemic has produced a rare payoff in most cities
— a steep drop in major crimes. The dynamics of street crimes, of street encounters, of human behavior are
changing because people are staying home. Crime, say those who study it and those who fight it day to day,
requiresthree things — a perpetrator, a victim and an opportunity. With tens of millions of Americans off the
streets, would-be victims and opportunities for crimes have vanished, causing a drop in the number of
perpetrators committing infractions. The dip in crime is compounded by the fact that some police departments
have been hampered by quarantines, or have made fewer arrests to limit interactions or to avoid filling the jails.

Arrests in Chicago, where the Cook County jail became one of the nation’s largest-known virus hot
spots, were down more than 73 percent during roughly the initial month of the lockdown. Crime did not
entirely disappear, of course, and some of the worst offenders remained undeterred. Homicides in
numerous cities remained flat or even rose. Burglaries of commercial properties and auto thefts have
multiplied, as criminals exploit shuttered stores and unattended cars. Young men, considered the most
violent demographic, have adopted a certain swagger in many places, police officers and criminologists
said. With fewer witnesses around and with the police less likely to stop them, they feel less vulnerable
to being caught. The men also find it easier to track down rival drug lords or gang leaders, who are
mostly sheltering at home like everyone else. Gang members are certainly the part of society that goes
out and looks for trouble and is trouble . The disease also brought unexpected new hazards. Police
officers in multiple cities have been spit on by people screaming that they have Covid-19. Under an old
law against using harmful biological material to assault someone, threatening exposure to Covid-19 is a
felony that carries a five-year prison term, said David Leyton, the prosecuting attorney in Genesee
County. His cases include a suspect accused of menacing shoppers inside a grocery store, then licking a
window inside a police cruiser. “That runs contrary to common perception that as misery spreads, crime
rates should go up,” Dr. Rosenfeld said, “When there are fewer potential victims on the streets, there
will be few potential crimes, regardless of the increases of the level of economic distress or misery.” But
Dr. Herrmann and other experts are wary about such statistics, suggesting the data is too raw and too
recent to confirm trends. Desperate shopkeepers might report their stores burglarized to collect
insurance, he said, but it will be months before insurance inspectors start working again to confirm such
thefts. Besides crime, many police departments reported that they are dealing with a higher number of
drug overdoses and suicidal callers. One drop in crime statistics may actually be worrisome: Some cities
indicated a decrease in both domestic abuse and child abuse calls. The police in those cities said they
suspected that abuse was actually more prevalent, given that most people are stuck at home. But with no
teachers to spot bruises in the classroom, and nowhere for people to escape their abusers, such crimes
were less visible, they said. With the country gradually reopening, experts wonder whether crime will
rebound to its previous levels, as perpetrators and victims interact again. Still, police officers are
bracing for what happens next. “/ don’t know what the Juture holds,” said Chris Bailey, assistant chief
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at the Indianapolis Metropolitan Police Department. “It makes me a little nervous Jrom the crime
perspective.”
